INTRODUCTION

The City of Lynnwood is interested in receiving quotations relative to this RFQ. 
All seized weapons will be available for preview on Tuesday, March 2, 2010, between the hours of 10:00am and 12:00pm, at the City of Lynnwood’s Evidence facility located at 7014 196th St. S.W., Bldg. #1, Lynnwood, WA 98036.
SPECIFICATIONS
The following specifications describe a firearms and equipment trade program.  The City of Lynnwood desires to trade the entire lot of used weapons listed as described in part “A” for equipment and/or ammunition examples of which are listed in part ”B”.

Consideration will be given to a Vendor who meets the following evaluation criteria and who:

· offers both an attractive price on used weapons as well as having the ability to obtain equipment and/or ammunition that the police department may wish to acquire in trade.

· accepts the entire lot of seized weapons without exception

· demonstrates bona fide experience dealing with Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms and other relevant government agencies

· offers acceptable delivery time on equipment/ammunition selected by the Police Department to be received in trade.

· Is an eligible, licensed firearms dealer, certified and licensed for the sale and distribution of weapons in the state of Washington
Part A - Trade-In Weapons

All weapons shall be sold as-is/where-is and with all faults. It is the successful Vendor’s responsibility to remove the weapons from city property within thirty (30) days of award of this contract. The City prefers that all firearms be removed in one lot. If the entire lot cannot be removed together then the firearms with the least value shall be removed first and the most valuable firearms shall be removed last.  Any illegal or unsafe weapons shall be destroyed in a manner consistent with federal and state law.  Records shall be kept accordingly.   

Vendors shall offer a price for each weapon on the attached list, but the entire lot of weapons will be traded as a whole.  Therefore, if an individual weapon has no value, a Vendor will indicate with zero dollars for that item. The successful Vendor shall be required to accept the entire lot.

Part B – Purchase of New Firearms
The equipment and/or ammunition listed in Part B of this RFQ are examples of items needed by the City of Lynnwood Police Department. This list may not be determined by the time this RFQ is published. Upon determination of the amount of revenue generated from Part A of this specification (seized weapons) the Police Department will determine what equipment/ammunition and the quantities desired in trade.  Equipment/ammunition promised in trade must be received within ninety (90) days of Purchase order date.

TAXES AND FEDERAL EXCISE TAX

Washington State sales tax shall be shown as a separate line on the RFQ submittal sheet.  No charge by the Vendors shall be made for federal excise taxes.  The City of Lynnwood, as a municipal corporation of the State of Washington, is exempt from federal excise tax and such taxes shall not be included in RFQ prices.  The City of Lynnwood agrees to furnish Vendor, upon acceptance of articles supplied under this order, with an exemption certificate, if requested.

QUOTATION RESPONSE DATE AND LOCATION 
As shown in paragraph one, above. 
Waiver of Minor Administrative Irregularities

The City reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to waive minor administrative irregularities contained in any quotation.

Single Response

A single response to the RFQ may be deemed a failure of competition, and in the best interest of the City, the RFQ may be cancelled.  However, the City reserves the right to accept a single quotation.
QUOTATIONS REJECTION
The City reserves the right to reject any or all quotations at any time without penalty.

Withdrawal of QUOTATIONS
Vendors may withdraw a quotation that has been submitted at any time up to the quotation closing date and time.  To accomplish this, a written request signed by an authorized representative of the vendor must be submitted to the Buyer. The Vendor may submit another quotation at any time up to the quotation closing date and time.

Non‑endorsement

As a result of the selection of a vendor to supply products and/or services to the City, the City is neither endorsing nor suggesting that the vendor's product is the best or only solution.  The vendor agrees to make no reference to the City in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like without the express written consent of the City.

Response Property of the City
All materials submitted in response to this request become the property of the City.  Selection or rejection of a response does not affect this right.

Errors in quotation
The City will not be liable for any errors in Vendor quotations.  Vendors will not be allowed to alter quotation documents after the deadline for quotation submission.

The City reserves the right to make corrections or amendments due to errors identified in quotations by the City or the vendor.  This type of correction or amendment will be allowed only for such errors as typing, transposition or any other obvious error. Vendors are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their quotations.

When, after the opening and tabulation of quotations, a Proposer claims error and requests to be relieved of award, he will be required to promptly present certified work sheets.  The buyer will review the work sheets and if the buyer is convinced, by clear and convincing evidence, that an honest, mathematically excusable error or critical omission of costs has been made, the Proposer may be relieved of his quotation.  

After opening and reading quotations, the City will check them for correctness of extensions of the prices per unit and the total price.  If a discrepancy exists between a price per unit and the extended amount of any quotation item, the price per unit will control.  The City will use the total of extensions, corrected where necessary.

Evaluation
If an award is made as a result of this solicitation, it shall be awarded to the Vendor whose quotation is most advantageous to the City with price and other factors considered.  When determining whether a quotation is responsible, or when evaluating a Vendors quotation, the following factors will be considered, any one of which will suffice to determine if a Vendor is either not a responsible Vendor or the Vendors quotation is not the most advantageous to the City:

A.         The ability, capacity and skill of the Vendor to perform the contract or provide the service required.

B.           The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience and efficiency of the Vendor.

C.           Whether the Vendor can perform the contract within the time specified

D.         The quality of performance of previous public and private contracts or services, including, but not limited to, the Vendor’s failure to perform satisfactorily or complete any written contract. The City’s termination for default of a previous contract with a Vendor shall be deemed to be such a failure.

E.          The previous and existing compliance by the Vendor with laws relating to the contract or services.

               F.        Evidence of collusion with any other Vendor, in which case colluding Vendors will be restricted from submitting further quotations on the subject project or future tenders.    
G.          The Vendor is not qualified for the work or to the full extent of the RFQ.

H.       There is uncompleted work with the City or others, or an outstanding dispute on a previous or current contract that might hinder, negatively affect or prevent the prompt completion of the work proposed.

I.           The Vendor failed to settle bills for labor or materials on past or current public or private contracts.

J.      The Vendor has been convicted of a crime arising from a previous public contract, excepting convictions that have been pardoned, expunged, or annulled.

K.        The Vendor has been convicted of a crime of moral turpitude or any felony, excepting convictions that have been pardoned, expunged or annulled, whether in this state, in any other state, by the United States, or in a foreign country, province or municipality.  Vendors shall affirmatively disclose to the City all such convictions, especially of management personnel or the Vendor as an entity, prior to notice of award or execution of a contract, whichever comes first.  Failure to make such affirmative disclosure shall be grounds, in the City’s sole option and discretion, for termination for default subsequent to award or execution of the contract. 

L.           More likely than not, the Vendor will be unable, financially or otherwise, to perform the work.

M.        At the time of RFQ evaluation, the Vendor is not authorized to do business in Washington, is not registered as a contractor in Washington, or otherwise lacks a necessary license, registration or permit.

N.          Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the contract.

O.          Any other reason deemed proper by the City.

Response Property of the City of Lynnwood 

All materials submitted in response to this request become the property of the City of Lynnwood.  Selection or rejection of a response does not affect this right.

No Obligation to Buy

The City of Lynnwood reserves the right to refrain from contracting with any Vendor.  The release of this Request for Quotation does not compel the City of Lynnwood to contract with any vendor.  The City of Lynnwood may elect to proceed further with this project by interviewing firm(s) well suited to our project or to proceed with a more formal request for quotation.

Cost of Preparing responses

The City of Lynnwood is not liable for any costs incurred by vendors in the preparation and presentation of RFQ’s and demonstrations submitted in response to this Request for Quotation.

CONTRACT AWARD AND EXECUTION
The City will select the quotation that, in its sole discretion, is the most advantageous to the City.  The City reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the quotation submitted; there may be no best and final offer procedure.  Therefore, the quotation should be initially submitted on the most favorable terms the vendor can offer. 

The City shall attempt to negotiate a contract with the proposer who offered the most advantageous quotation at a price, which the City determines, is fair and reasonable.  If the City is unable to negotiate a satisfactory contract with the firm selected at a price the City determines to be fair and reasonable, negotiations with that firm shall be formally terminated and the City shall select the next best quotation and continue until an agreement is reached or the process is terminated.
