The Commission requested that the “draft” be shared with the Arts
Commission and Parks Board at their January meetings with formal action taken on the letter
by the Historic Commission in January.

2. Planning for 50" Anniversary

Discussion was had regarding the possibility of writing a new history of Lynnwood. Senior
Planner commented that no information has been forthcoming to her inquiry regarding
staffing, program, or budget towards the 50" Anniversary of the City of Lynnwood. A draft
letter will be presented for the next meeting from the Commission to the City regarding those
planning aspects of the 50" anniversary.




3. ldentifying Historic Sites

Senior Planner Rivera reported that Senior Planner Maw has been away from the office due
to an illness in his family but will be asked to redo the permit map to reflect historic
structures in the Unincorporated Urban Growth Area. The Commission will work on the
identification of historic sites in the January and February meetings.

The Commission discussed drafting a letter to Community Development Director Krauss
seeking the use of SEPA and other codes to require mitigation with recognition of historic
sites or areas when redevelopment occurs.
