The preliminary
pedestrian skeleton
system (see map to the
right) includes atotal of
104 miles of sidewalks,
paths, and trails, of
which 85 miles or 82%
iscomplete today. A
ranking criteriawas
devel oped to prioritize
the skeleton projects
(missing links) and help
the City determine
where investments
should be made to more
efficiently use available
funds.

Multiple public open
houses will be held over
the coming year to
provide an opportunity
for the public to learn
more about the work
completed so far.
