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The City of Lynnwood has determined that an assessand development of a skeleton
non-motorized system is needed. This work effobeisig conducted by Perteet, Inc. to
develop the “skeleton” non-motorized system, afigtaf projects and their priorities
toward the development of the skeleton system.eh@ldp a skeleton system, it will first
be necessary to develop, or understand a largmroplete network of pedestrian and
bicycle facilities that provide necessary connewito land uses, major activity centers,
transit, and existing or planned non-motorizedliites both within the City and adjacent
jurisdictions. A skeleton system for both pedestaad bicycle facilities will then be
developed based upon a thorough analysis of th@ledennetworks using evaluation
criteria. Ultimately, the development of skeletgstems will help the City to determine
where priorities should be made for non-motorizegestments, and make efficient use
of available transportation and recreation funds.

The first step as part of the planning process idéntify the existing conditions for both
pedestrian and bicycle facilities, and identifygb@rojects that are already planned or
programmed. This technical memorandum summarizesxtsting non-motorized
conditions within the City of Lynnwood, as well asrrent planning efforts that have
identified future facilities and needs.

On December 8, 2007, the Lynnwood City Council ctied staff to develop a citywide
multimodal nonmotorized transportation system. Kn@s the “skeleton system”, it
would provide a skeleton framework of sidewalkslkways, trails, paths, promenades
and bikeways, appropriate to allow people to trdetlveen most homes, schools,
businesses, entertainment and other services pobiic and private throughout the City
of Lynnwood. In addition, the Council directed tistaff use ranking criteria to identify
the “skeleton” system, and the Council prioritizzdumber of criteria from a larger list
developed by staff. The highest criteria recommdrimethe Council include:

Proximity to schools/designated school routes
Proximity to Senior Services

Proximity to stores/businesses

Proximity to City facilities/parks/trails/open sgac

Does the segment provide an important link to o#tneas?
Roadside safety elements/obstacles

Midblock crossing safety

Proximity to bus stops/routes

Accident history

Presence of existing sidewalk/sidewalk on one sfddreet

The City last adopted a Non-Motorized Plan, titl€ity of Lynnwood Pedestrian and
Bicycle Strategy” in April 1996. Since then, numagsaon-motorized capital facility
projects have been completed within the City andaht communities. In addition, a
number of local and regional planning efforts hbeen conducted that require that the
City re-examine its non-motorized transportatioedse

The City is planning for a new, mixed use, highgignand pedestrian friendly City
Center, consistent with its designation as an Uanter under PSRC’s Destination
2030 Plan, located to the southwest of Alderwoodl Kear Interstate 5. The City Center
Access Study has identified local transportaticstey improvements necessary to
support the future growth of the City Center. @tla@d use and demographic changes
have occurred throughout the City over the pasadecRegional planning efforts have
been completed or are underway, such as the deweltpf the SWIFT bus rapid transit
(BRT) route along SR 99. Sound Transit is considgfuture High Capacity Transit
(HCT) extensions to Lynnwood and beyond. Snohor@ighnty has completed a Non-
Motorized plan as part of its Transportation Eletrefrthe Comprehensive Plan. A
review of all of these planning efforts is neededmderstand the existing and future
nonmotorized needs within the City of Lynnwood.

This section provides an overview of the existing planned pedestrian facilities within
the City of Lynnwood and within proximity to thet@is boundaries in adjacent
jurisdictions.

There is currently a fairly extensive system oksidlks and trails throughout the City of
Lynnwood. As of 2008, the City had 146 miles ofesidilk along arterials and local
streetsTable 1-1shows a breakdown of sidewalk by roadway clasdific. In addition
to sidewalks, the City has a number of trails witlucal parks and along rights of way.
The Interurban Trail traverses through the Cityyinwood, paralleling the Interstate 5
corridor.Figure 1-1 shows existing pedestrian facilities within they@f Lynnwood and
in adjacent jurisdictions.

While the City has an extensive sidewalk and sgsitem, there are areas where walking
can be challenging. Often, sidewalks do not connétt each other, or with key
destinations such as parks, schools, shoppingher community facilities. The City has
focused on filing missing links along routes cortivegschools, parks and communitfes.

The following sections describe the existing faie by current roadway classification
within the City of Lynnwood.

Principal Arterials

Of the sixteen miles of potential sidewalk alonmgipal arterials within the City of
Lynnwood, all of the sidewalk mileage is complete.

SR 99

Concrete sidewalks are currently along both side€xR099 its entire length through the
City of Lynnwood. The highway is characterized loycaoriented commercial land uses
its entire length. In many cases, the buildingssateback from the street and they lack
good or direct pedestrian connections from thevgadleto their entrances. In addition,
there are residential areas to the east or webeafommercial land uses that are
accessed from other roads, but have poor nonmetbdannectivity to SR 99 due to
large block sizes or the lack of a roadway grid.98Rs also a major transit corridor for
Community Transit.

The planned SWIFT Bus Rapid Transit line will tres& SR 99 linking Everett Station to
the Aurora Village Transit Center in Shoreline,wlitynnwood stops located at 74
Street (SB)/178 Street SW (NB), 198Street SW (SB)/200Street SW (NB), 202
Street SW (SB), and 2{6street SW (NB and SB). A potential additionalistatmay be
developed at 16%Street SW in the future as land uses change amsitgéncreases at
that location. Stations will have platforms apprately 10 feet wide and 70 feet long,
with enhanced shelters. Buses will have interioydde racks for faster boarding. No
bicycle facilities (racks or lockers) will be incled at the stations themselves.

196" Street SW (Western City limits to Poplar Way)

Concrete sidewalks are along the majority of ballesof the roadway. An asphalt path
is located on the south side in the vicinity ofiBer Lake Park. Missing sections are
along the north side of the road at Wilcox Parla(r8” Avenue W), and along the both
the north and south sides of the road in the \igiof Interstate 5 (between 8Avenue

W and the bridge over Interstate 5). This highwagharacterized by auto oriented
commercial and institutional nearly its entire ldngvith some scattering of residential
between 68 Place W and 724Avenue W. Scriber Lake Park is located along thets







side of the highway between®2venue W and 58 Avenue W, and Wilcox Park is
located across from Scriber Lake Park on the reidé, just west of 82 Avenue W. The
Lynnwood Convention Center is located at the noesstveorner of 198 Street SW and
37" Avenue W. Portions of 186Street SW have transit service, especially weSRD9
where the routes serve the Edmonds Community Gobega.

44" Avenue W / 169 Street SW (North of 168Street SW)

Sidewalks are currently along both sides of thelwagy's entire distance. Adjacent land
uses are primarily residential (both single andtirfamily), with commercial
concentrated near 18&treet SW. The Swamp Creek Park & Ride lot isteddurther
east along 162 Street (outside the City limits) near SR 525.

44" Avenue W (198 Street SW to I-5)

Concrete sidewalks are along both sides of the minajaf the roadway. A missing
section is along the west side between the InterStanramp and the Interstate 5
overpass. This portion of the roadway is charaoterby auto oriented commercial uses
its entire length.

Minor Arterials

Of the 33 miles of potential sidewalk along minaeaals within the City of Lynnwood,
nearly all (94 percent) of the sidewalk mileageamplete.

Olympic View Drive

This road forms a portion of the western city baanygdadjacent to the City of Edmonds.
The City is in the process of constructing sidewallong both sides of Olympic View
Drive between 16@Street SW and 76Avenue W. Single family residential is along
nearly the entire length of this road. An entratc®leadowdale Middle School is
located on the west side of the road, just soutt68f Street SW. The entrance to
Lynndale Park is located along the south side efittad near 73Avenue W. Outside
the city limits (Snohomish County) is a small concied area at 78 Avenue W.

168" Street SW (6%' Avenue W to SR 99)

Concrete sidewalks are along both sides the esttie¢éch of this roadway. A mixture of
land uses front this road, including MeadowdaletHsghool at 66 Avenue W,
commercial at 5¥ Avenue W and at SR 99, and residential (both siagld multi-
family) along other portions of the road.

176" Street SW (44 Avenue W to 5% Avenue W)

Concrete sidewalks are along both sides the esttie¢éch of this roadway. Multi-family
residential is located adjacent to the majorityhid road. Auto oriented commercial is
located at the intersection with SR 99.

196" Street SW (Poplar Way to Eastern city limit)

Concrete sidewalks are along both sides of the niajuf this roadway. Between 18
Avenue W and 28 Avenue W, the walkway along the south side ofrtal is mostly
asphalt, and on the north side, the sidewalk amtsepst of 24 Avenue W. East of the

Alderwood Mall Parkway (northern city limit to sdwgrn city limit)

Concrete sidewalk is located along both sides @htljority of this roadway. An asphalt
walkway/shoulder is located along the west sidthefroad between 8Place W and the
northern city limit. Land uses are primarily autieated commercial or hotel (Marriott
Residence Inn) the entire length.

36" Avenue W (198 Street SW to northern city limit)

Concrete or asphalt walkways are along both sifldseamajority of this roadway.

44" Avenue W (198 Street SW to 168Street SW)

characterized primarily with single family residaht The Lynnwood Civic Center and
Veterans Park is along the west side of the roenlyden 188 Street SW and 184Street
SW. The North Lynnwood Park entrance is locatedmof 188" Street SW along the
west side. Lynnwood Elementary School is also kddtere, just south of the park. Auto
oriented commercial is located along both sidethefroad between 1945treet SW and
SR 524. 4% Avenue W also serves a number of Community Transites between its
northern end and 184Street SW.

Gold Park is located at the
northwest corner of 280Street SW / 64 Avenue W. Additional multi-family residential
is located along the west end of the corridor 6&4rAvenue W. Edmonds Community
College is located at the west edge of the coryidest of 68 Avenue W. 200 Street
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SW is a major transit corridor, with a number aites serving the Lynnwood Transit
Center, Lynnwood City Center, and Edmonds CommuRdlege.

Alderwood Mall Boulevard (Alderwood Mall Parkway 44" Avenue W)

Concrete sidewalks are located along both sidéiseofoad between 44avenue W and
approximately 48 Avenue W. Just east of A@venue W, there are no sidewalks on the
north side of the roadway, until past the overpags 196’ Street SW. A concrete
sidewalk then extends from this location alongrtbeh side of the road to Alderwood
Mall Parkway. The Interurban Trail is located aldhg south side of the road between
Alderwood Mall Parkway and approximately™8venue W, where the trail merges into
concrete sidewalk. Alderwood Mall Boulevard is gonaransit corridor for both Sound
Transit and Community Transit. Routes provide serietween the Lynnwood Transit
Center, Alderwood Mall, and the Ash Way Park & Ride This roadway is
characterized by auto oriented commercial its edéingth. An entrance to the
Alderwood Mall is located at the northwest corneAlmlerwood Mall Boulevard and
Alderwood Mall Parkway.

204" Street SW (5% Avenue W to 68 Avenue W)

There are concrete sidewalks along both sideseoétiire stretch of this roadway east of
SR 99. West of SR 99, the City has a project terexthe road to 88Avenue W, which
will include sidewalks on both sides.

204" Street SW (eastern city limit to 44venue W)

A concrete sidewalk is located along the north sitie road between #4Avenue W
and extends approximately 250 yards, where it Hemomes an asphalt
walkway/shoulder. On the south side, an asphakway/shoulder extends from 44
Avenue W / I-5 offramp to where the road turns wastl. From here, there is a missing
link for approximately 200 yards. A concrete sidéwa located on the south side of the
road beginning at the adjacent Saint Mary’s Coptithodox church and extending
almost to Larch Way. The western half of this readtion traverses through wooded
open space, while the eastern half includes adynding range, church, and commercial
uses at the southwest corner of ®®treet SW and Larch Way.

208" Street SW (5% Avenue W to western city limit)

There are concrete sidewalks along both sideseoétitire stretch of this roadway. There
are a variety of land uses along this corridor. Western end near the city limits

includes multi-family residential along the souittes and the College Place Middle and
Elementary School are located on the north side. dymnwood Municipal Golf Course

is also located in this area adjacent the nort, €id is a post office. Commercial uses are
concentrated at SR 99. Multi-family residentialdsated between SR 99 and%63
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Avenue W. Single family residential is concentrabetween 6 Avenue W and 5%
Avenue W.

Maple Road (Alderwood Mall Parkway to eastern &ityit)

This short section of Maple Road includes a coecsetewalk on the north side between
Alderwood Mall Parkway and Ash Way. There are ndgstrian facilities on the south
side. Commercial and open space is located alatedion.

Poplar Way (196 Street SW to southern city limit)

A concrete sidewalk is located on the east sidtisfroad the entire length, while on the
west side, a concrete sidewalk is only located betwl 98 Place SW and the south city
limits. A wide shoulder is located on the west digeween 198 Street SW and 198

40" Avenue W (Maple Road to Alderwood Mall Boulevard)

concrete sidewalk between 196treet SW and 184Street SW. North of here, the
facility is an asphalt walkway, but there is a EBsgction between 18%lace SW and
192" Street SW that is missing a link. North of ¥8Btreet SW, virtually the entire west
side is missing any pedestrian facility. The eal# Bas nearly equal amounts of both
sidewalk or asphalt path, and no facility at aheTland uses along the corridor are
primarily single family residential. Multi-familyasidential is concentrated on the east
side near 19% Place SW. South of 1&2Place SW are commercial on both sides, and a
post office.

Spruce Way ( 162 Street SW to Maple Road)

Large segments of this roadway are missing pedestacilities. Most of the missing

links are between 172Street SW and Maple Road. No facilities exist ithee side
between 178 Street SW and just north of Maple Road. Asphalkways are located on
both sides between 17Street SW and 176Street SW, but with a missing link on the
west side near 173Place SW. North of 172 Street SW, there are concrete sidewalks on
both sides along the majority of the segment. Hanegthere are a few missing links

along the west side. An asphalt walkway is locatedhe east side between 6Street

Large segments of this roadway are missing pedestacilities. Nearly all of the
western side of the corridor has either an asptalkway or concrete sidewalk, with the
exception of some mall missing links betweerfiBlace and 183Street SW. Most of
the west side is asphalt walkway, and there isngrete sidewalk near SR 99. Most of
the length along the east side of the road is mgssipedestrian facility. There are some
segments near 18Place SW, 188Street SW, and near SR 99 that have an asphalt
walkway. Most of the uses along the corridor anglel family residential or institutional.
Light industrial / warehouse is located at the keast corner 80Avenue W / 188

Street SW, and commercial is concentrated nearSR&eway Park is located near

66" Avenue W (208 Street SW to southern city limit)

This corridor has concrete sidewalks along botessf the roadway. This corridor leads
to the Interurban Trail, which crosses the stregt@southern city limits. There are a
mixture of uses along the corridor, including mdgtiily residential between 288

Street SW and 210Street SW, and light industrial or commercialtte south.

68" Avenue W (188 Street SW to 208Street SW)

There are concrete sidewalks along both sideseoétiire stretch of this roadway. The
land uses vary along the corridor. Single familidential is concentrated between 188
Street SW and 196Street SW. South of 186Street SW is a cluster of multi-family
residential. Edmonds Community College is locatethe south of 20DStreet SW, on
the west side of the road. Multi-family residentihlso clustered near 20&treet SW,
and commercial uses are located along the eashsatethe intersection with 26&treet
SW. A post office and court house are located atbegvest side near 20&treet SW.
68" Avenue W is a major transit corridor, especiatipvbeen 196 Street SW and 208
Street SW. These routes serve the Edmonds Comnfoikyge Transit Center.

South of"2Beet SW, the land uses are single and
multi-family residential.

Collision data was provided by the City of Lynnwodthe data was compiled for a four
year period (between 2003 and 2006). During the year period, there were 67
collisions that involved pedestrians or cyclisteese collisions resulted in a total of 47
injuries, and four fatalities. A significant propion (24) of the collisions occurred in the
afternoon period (3pm to 6pm).

The following section describes those locations tiaa the highest number of
nonmotorized accidents during the four year period.

SR 99

A total of 12 collisions occurred along SR 99 résglin eight injuries and three
fatalities. These collisions occurred between flsinity of 168" Street SW and 268
Street SW, with four occurring in the immediateinity of 168" Street SW. Two
occurred at 172 Place SW, and two occurred at T&Btreet SW. Two collisions
occurred in the vicinity south of B2Avenue W, and all of the fatalities occurred as th
location.
