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INTRODUCTION

The City of Lynnwood has determined that an assessand development of a skeleton
non-motorized system is needed. This work effobeisig conducted by Perteet, Inc. to
develop the “skeleton” non-motorized system, afigtaf projects and their priorities
toward the development of the skeleton system.

Technical Memorandum #1 provided an overview ofdkisting conditions, which
included the identification of existing and planfigdgrammed nonmotorized facilities,
accident/safety issues, and major trip generatmisaativity centers throughout the City
and adjacent jurisdictions.

Technical memorandum #2 summarized the developofentull network of pedestrian
and bicycle facilities that provide necessary catines to land uses, major activity
centers, transit, and existing or planned non-ndrfacilities both within the City and
adjacent jurisdictions. This full system was bujion the analysis completed as part of
the existing conditions review, and was endorsestaff and the City Council.

This Technical memorandum summarizes the propdssdten systems for both
pedestrian and bicycle facilities. Skeleton systanesthose pedestrian and bicycle
connections that are the most important linkagemtbbetween activity centers and
transit. The City should focus on improving gap®airiers along the skeleton system, or
making improvements to existing facilities along #keleton system where safety issues
currently exist. The skeleton systems were develdg@sed upon a thorough analysis of
the complete networks using evaluation criteria.

Ultimately, the development of skeleton systems kelp the City to determine where
priorities should be made for non-motorized invesits, and make efficient use of
available transportation and recreation funds. meeh Memorandum #4 will identify
specific, prioritized improvements (projects) ananming level cost estimates.

On December 8, 2007, the Lynnwood City Council cigd staff to develop a citywide
multimodal “skeleton system” based on an evaluatising ranking criteria. Specific
criteria for pedestrian vs. bicycle systems weremade. The criteria are shown below.
The italicized criteria are those that the Coufedtlwere most important.

It was determined as part of the scope of thisgatdp conduct two levels of screening.
The first level would be used to evaluate the piaémdividual pedestrian and bicycle
segments of their respective full systems, to dgvéhte skeleton systems. After the
skeleton systems are developed, they will be coetpaith existing facilities to identify
potential projects. Projects would be based on gapsirriers between the skeleton
system and existing facilities. Potential projegil$ also include existing facilities on the
skeleton system that are in poor condition. Prejatieady identified in the City’s
Comprehensive Plan, Capital Facilities Plan or $pantation Improvement Program,
that fall within the skeleton systems would be edersed as projects for this analysis, in
order to reconsider their priority.

Once the projects are identified, a second lewveleseng will be used to prioritize the
projects. Technical Memorandum #4 will summarize ibsults of the second level
screening and identify projects, priorities anchpiag level cost estimates for highest
priority projects.

It was recommended to, and agreed by the StaffgadyiGroup that the first level
screening to identify the skeleton systems shoaltdsed on criteria that relate to
identifying the most important segments from a fiomal and safety consideration.
Other Council identified criteria are more apprapgifor identifying specific projects as
part of the second level screening, while somematcan be used for both levels of
screening. In addition, it was determined that sofrtbe Council directed criteria were



more appropriate for consideration at the timerofgrt implementation, and not as part
of the first or second level screenings. The vaiscreening levels and their relation to
the original Council identified criteria are shownTable 3-1 The detailed screening
criteria for the first and second level screeniagsinAppendix A.

PEDESTRIAN SKELETON SYSTEM

The Pedestrian skeleton system includes those piasheacility segments within the
potential full system (Se€echnical Memorandum #2 that provide connections to and
between the highest activity zones, major transidsand where safety issues are of
most concern. The City should focus on improvingsgar barriers along the skeleton
system, or making improvements to existing faeitalong the skeleton system where
safety issues currently exist. The first level saiag criteria used to develop the
pedestrian skeleton system are shown below. Therirgy methodology is detailed in
Appendix A.

School Access - Transit Access

The evaluation of the full system segments was goted using Geographic Information
System (GIS) technology. All of the segments weraeated, with the exception of the
pedestrian improvements that are assumed as piie @fity Center grid, and the
Interurban Trail. It was assumed that all of thheedtts within the City Center grid will
include well designed pedestrian facilities, aneldghid is already planned as a high
priority project for the City. In addition, if th&treets within the grid were evaluated, it is
highly likely that the evaluation of nearly all thfose streets would result in a high score.
This would therefore provide a skewed result fer @ity Center area. The Interurban
Trail is a regional facility of high importance. &ICity is currently evaluating potential
improvements to improve barriers or gaps alonddhb#ity.

Perteet implemented a Geographic analysis modbBlm@IS to score each pedestrian
segment. The score for each segment is based gaatgaphic relationship to the
multiple factors outlined in the evaluation cri,edocument (See Appendix A).
Essentially, the GIS analysis model automatesthergy methodology defined the
evaluation criteria document, and is efficient,aafable, and customizable. Specifically,
the GIS model relies on a set of attribute “flagllds assigned to each segment in the
GIS database. It then populates the fields withtype and number of nearby facilities
such as schools, major employers, parks and do. floraddition, the model includes
ways to incorporate factors such as the highestcspit found along each segment’s
path, and is able to find and assign the numbeusfroutes available along the busiest
transit corridor that intersects each segment.llyithe model calculates the subtotals
from the values stored in the flag fields, and teems each of the subtotals into a final
score for each segment.

The pedestrian segment analysis resulted in stoagsanged from 7 points to 37 points.
The segments that scored a total of 15 pointseatgr are those considered as part of the
skeleton system. The pedestrian skeleton systshmoign inFigure 3-1






Because the City’s pedestrian system is signiflgdntilt out, it was determined that a
greater number of ranked segments should be coerdifler the skeleton system (as
compared with the bicycle system), in order to tdgm®nough potential projects. The
evaluation scores for pedestrian system segmergsdiyment number, and by rank are
shown inAppendix B andAppendix C, respectively.

The ProjectStaff Advisory Group reviewed the scored pedestsiieton system (on
December 3, 2008) and recommended that three cketip@ents that scored 15 points or
greater be not be included as part of the skelggstem due to their close proximity to
other segments. These include: P11"(8¥enue W between 288Street SW and 21?2
Street SW), P13 (85P1 W between 200Street SW and 262Street SW), and P18 (61
Pl W between 200 Street SW and 202Street SW). In addition, segment P66 was not
included due to the lack of right of way and porgnvironmental issues.

The pedestrian skeleton system, including sidewatikstrails is approximately 104
miles long (assumes sidewalks on both sides oétsfreApproximately 82 percent (85
miles) of the proposed pedestrian skeleton systenemtly has walkways (either
concrete sidewalk, asphalt walkway adjacent roattad). Excluding asphalt walkways
adjacent to streets, approximately 69 percent (if&shof the proposed pedestrian
skeleton system has concrete sidewalks or trails.

BICYCLE SKELETON SYSTEM

The Bicycle skeleton system includes those bicfadity segments within the full

system (See Technical Memorandum #2) that provat@ections to and between the
highest activity zones, major transit areas andrevbafety issues are of most concern.
The City should focus on improving gaps or barredong the skeleton system, or
making improvements to existing facilities along #keleton system where safety issues
currently exist. The first level screening criteuised to develop the bicycle skeleton
system are shown below. Their scoring methodolegletailed imAppendix A.

The evaluation of the full system segments was goted using Geographic Information
System (GIS) technology. All of the segments weraeated, with the exception of the
Interurban Trail. The Interurban Trail is a regibfaility of high importance. The City
is currently evaluating potential improvementsrtgprove barriers or gaps along the
facility.
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As stated previously, Perteet implemented a Gebgramalysis model within GIS to
score each bicycle segment. The score for eachesggmbased on its geographic
relationship to the multiple factors outlined iretbvaluation criteria document (See
Appendix E), and further described in the “Pedastfkeleton System” section.

The bicycle segment analysis resulted in scordasdmged from 9 points to 35 points.

The segments that scored a total of 20 pointseatgr are those considered as part of the
skeleton system. Because the bicycle system iashilly built out as the pedestrian
system, it was determined that a lesser numbezgrfients and their rankings should be
considered for the skeleton system, and thereligngial projects.

The Staff Advisory Group reviewed the scored bieys#eleton system (on December 3,
2008) and recommended that additional segmentsdithaot score at least 20 points) be
included as part of the bicycle skeleton systeneséhncluded: B5 (Olympic View Drive
between 76 Ave W and 188 St SW), B 25 (52nd Ave W/ 165th Pl SW / 64th Avg,W
B32 (52 Ave W between 202St SW and 212 St SW), B104 (204 Street SW

between 44 Avenue W and the east city boundary, and B108"{&tSW between 44
Ave W and 5 Ave W).

The bicycle skeleton system is showrfigure 3-2 The evaluation scores for bicycle
system segments by segment number and by rankaesnAppendix D and
Appendix E, respectively.

The bicycle skeleton system, including bike lartiesls and routes is approximately 70
miles long (assumes bike lanes both sides of 3tri&pproximately 17 percent (12 miles)
of the proposed bicycle skeleton system currerdlylicycle facilities (bike lane, trail or
route).
