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	A Request for Parking Reduction allows property owners to reduce the amount of parking required on sites where it can be shown that the use of the property will generate different parking needs than other, similar uses. This Request may be used to reduce parking capacity by 20-50%, stacking lane requirements by up to 20%, and to increase proportion of compact parking stalls by up to 10%. This is an administrative process approved by the Community Development Director. A parking reduction may not be in addition to the reductions permitted by Lynnwood Municipal Code (LMC) Sections 21.18.850 – Commute Trip Reduction or 21.18.900 – Shared Parking. 
A Land Use Application for a Parking Reduction is deemed complete when it is accompanied by the required items identified below. Please be advised that additional information may be required. No application shall be considered complete if any of the required information is missing.
