A Message from the Chief of Police 
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It is my pleasure to report that 2003 was a very good year for the Lynnwood Police Department.  As always, 
we remain committed to providing the highest quality law enforcement and crime prevention services to our 
community.   
 
The Department continues to adopt positive changes and adapt to the ever changing, and challenging, 
demands of police services.  Our members and employees are dedicated to the Lynnwood community and 
consistently strive to deliver the best quality of police services possible.  Our officers and employees are very 
well trained and equipped to perform their duties.  In my estimation, we have a staff that is exceptional by 
any standard and in reference to any police agency. 
 
The City of Lynnwood has experienced declining crime rates in eight of the last nine years as measured by 
the FBI Uniform Crime Report Part I Offenses.  In 2003 we were fortunate to have seen a decline of 64.3% 
in rapes, 23.9% in robberies and 25% in aggravated assaults as compared to 2002.  Contrary to the 
experience of most other law enforcement agencies, auto theft declined 14.2% in 2003.  It is my belief that a 
very active patrol division and special operations section, combined with diligent detective follow-up 
investigations have a significant impact on the City�s crime rate. 
 
The Lynnwood Police Department maintains a very active Traffic Section in order to facilitate the safest 
possible movement on our streets for automobiles, cyclists and pedestrians.  Several traffic officers have 
achieved the most advanced training available in collision investigation. 
 
Our field services extend to the protection of animals living within the City through the efforts of the Animal 
Control Unit.  Additionally, these officers take steps to eliminate blight and unsafe conditions through code 
enforcement efforts. 
 
The Lynnwood Police Department continues to embrace the importance of crime prevention efforts.  We are 
actively involved with our residential and business communities in providing crime prevention information 
and advice.  I am particularly pleased with our volunteers who provide so much additional service to our 
community.  Participants in our Volunteers In Public Safety, Citizens Patrol, Explorers and Reserve Police 
Officer programs capture the true meaning of community policing; a productive and active partnership of the 
police and citizens in an effort to increase public safety. 
 
I would encourage you to review this year�s annual report.  It documents the efforts of our staff and sets forth 
examples of successful work during 2003.  We look forward to a challenging yet rewarding 2004.
