A Message from the Chief of Police 
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2004 was a busy and productive year for the Lynnwood Police Department.  Police officers responded to 12% 
more calls for service that in 2003.  This increase in requests for police services placed more demands on an 
already very busy police department. 
 
Happily, the Department can report a 3% reduction in the FBI�s Part 1 crime totals.  This total, utilized by police 
departments across the country to report serious offenses, reflects the ninth year of reductions in Part 1 crimes in 
Lynnwood.  The Patrol Division increased drug arrests by 12%.  Driving under the influence arrests increased an 
amazing 34% to a total of 710, reflecting the emphasis placed on taking impaired drivers off the road. 
 
The Department�s Special Operations Section continued to focus on taking serious offenders off the streets.  They 
also sought to serve outstanding warrants of arrest and investigate and resolve public disorder offenses that 
detract from the quality of life enjoyed in Lynnwood. 
 
The Department�s Canine Unit, now consisting of two teams, had an outstanding year.  Their total deployments 
increased by 110%.  Arrests increased by 87% and evidence finds by 192%. 
 
The Department�s Traffic Section continued to be very active, issuing 7,456 citations.  Traffic Section personnel 
continued to develop their investigation expertise with two officers receiving technical collision investigation 
training in 2004.  The Department investigated 1,557 collisions in 2004 that is an increase of 8% over 2003.  A 
portion of this increase is thought to be the result of additional retail development in the City that has resulted in 
more motorists traveling our roadways. 
 
The Department continued to participate in the regional narcotics task force and SWAT team.  SWAT team 
members responded to numerous high risk incidents that were all resolved successfully.  The narcotics task force 
had a very successful year with an increase of 24% in cases initiated and a 56% increase in arrests. 
 
The Criminal Investigation Division continued to aggressively pursue offenders and prepare cases for 
prosecution.  The addition of the Domestic Violence Coordinator has made the investigation and follow-up of 
domestic violence offenses much more effective. 
 
The Department continues to be actively involved in our community.  We have been successful in developing a 
very active group of volunteers who have enhanced our crime prevention efforts and outreach into the 
community.  It is with a great deal of pride and appreciation that our sworn staff works with our volunteers in 
making Lynnwood a safer community. 
 
Please take the opportunity to review our annual report.  We are proud of our police department and our service to 
the community.  We look forward to a challenging year in 2005.
