A Message from the Chief of Police 
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The Lynnwood Police Department remained focused on the provision of quality law enforcement and 
crime prevention services in 2007.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation�s Uniform Part 1 Crime 
Reports, used to measure crime in communities across the country, showed a 4.1 percent reduction in 
crime in Lynnwood.  Driving this reduction was a significant 30.7% reduction in auto theft and a 7.3% 
reduction in burglary.  Auto theft remains a serious crime problem but we are pleased that enforcement 
efforts resulted in a reduced number of auto thefts in 2007. 
 
Crimes of rape, robbery and aggravated assaults increased numerically but still were relatively few in 
number.  For example, rapes increased from 5 to 11, robberies from 60 to 73 and aggravated assaults 
from 35 to 48.  The clearance rate for these offenses remains significantly above those of our ICMA 
comparable cities.  This reflects favorably on our patrol officers and detectives. 
 
Traffic concerns remain a high priority in our community.  In 2007 a photo enforcement program 
funded by the City Council was installed in 5 intersections in the City.  Red light violations have been a 
concern of the department and the community and this program has resulted in enhanced enforcement.  
The pilot program of five intersections was expanded to 10 in early 2008. 
 
The police department remains committed to community outreach through our volunteer efforts and 
educational programs.  Our volunteers in public safety (VIPS) and citizen�s patrol (CP) assisted our 
crime prevention staff and patrol officers in providing service to our community.  Without their efforts, 
the police department would not be able to maintain current levels of service to our citizens. 
 
In reviewing 2007 I am very pleased with the quality of police services provided by our staff.  Our 
records staff provides 24 hour service to our citizens and officers alike, our jail staff booked 5,881 
suspects in 2007, our patrol officers responded to 40,000 calls for service and our volunteers 
contributed over 20,000 hours of service. 
 
The Mayor and the City Council have provided the resources to address public safety in our City.  In 
2008 we will have the additional officers approved by the City Council trained and deployed to our 
patrol division.  These officers will have a salutatory effect in responding to our citizen�s request for 
police services.  We are looking forward to a productive 2008.
